NEW ADMINISTRATION
IN THE WORLD COUNCIL OF CRETANS

John Nikolakakis is the New President

OnAugust 6 2021, through a hybrid teleconference and with the support of the University of Crete Research Center
(UCRC), the members of the World Council of Cretans (WCC) held their annual election meeting. Let us remind you that
members of the WCC are the Pancretan Federation of Europe, the Pancretan Union of America, the Cretan Federation of
Australia and New Zealand, the Pancretan Union of Athens, the Pancretan Fraternity of Macedonia, the Brotherhood of the
Cretan of Piraeus «Omonoia» and the Pancretan Union of South Africa.

After the arrival of the representatives and the members of the WCC in the teleconference, the Assembly opened
with a welcome speech by the outgoing President of the WCC Manolis Kugiumutzis, who thanked the attendees for their
presence.

Then, honoring with their presence, the following official guests took the floor, by delivering a short, online greeting:
The former Metropolitan of Rethymno and Aviopotamos and now Archbishop of Crete, Mr. Eugenios, the Deputy Minister of
Sports Eleftherios Avgenakis, the General Secretary of Hellenes Abroad loannis Chrysoulakis, the Regional Governor of
Crete Stavros Arnaoutakis, the Mayor of Rethymno Georgios Marinakis, the Director at that time of KEME of the University
of Crete Maria Kousis and the Mandated Regional Advisor on Culture and Hellenes Abroad Kostas Fasoulakis.

After the departure of the official guests, the internal work of the Assembly began. President of the Assembly was
the former President of the WCC Antonis Tsourdalakis while the acting secretary was Mrs. Eva Gotsis-Gaganis in English
and Manolis Vantarakis in Greek.

After the reading and the ratification of the 34 representatives of the members of the individual unions by the
Presidium of the Assembly, the outgoing President of the WCC took the floor, namely Mr. Manolis Kugiumutzis, who gave an
extensive and detailed report during his four years 2017-2021 tenure, providing everyone with an overview of the projects
carried out under his presidency. On behalf of the Audit Committee, the speech was given by the President Giorgos
Mandalenakis, who presented the results of the audit of the Committee after the brief report of the outgoing treasurer
Alexandra Saridaki. We remind you that, due to a pandemic, the 2020 elections were postponed by one year, thus
exceptionally extending the three-year term of the President to four years.

Subsequently, the Presidents of the Cretan Federations around the world briefly referred to the actions and the
deeds of their organizations during the year of 2019. Specifically, reports were made by the following: the President of the
Pancretan Federation of Europe Eftichia Olowson-Saviolaki, the President of the Pancretan Association of America James
lakovos Boutzoukas, the President of the Cretan Federation of Australia and New Zealand Antonis Tsourdalakis, the
President of the Pancretan Association of Athens Georgios Maridakis, the president of the Cretan Brotherhood of Piraeus
«Omonoia» Theodoros Tsontos, and the President of the Pancretan Brotherhood of Macedonia Petros Petrakakis. The
president of the Pancretan Association of South Africa, Dr. Michael Pavlakis, was absent from the teleconference.

Subsequently, the Bureau of the Assembly, in accordance with the Articles of Association, announced the new
Board of Directors for the term from 2021 to 2024.

The new president John Nikolakakis, upon thanking the delegates for his election and the vote of confidence in him,
on behalf of the Cretans of Oceania, stated his goals and plans for the upcoming three years while he did not fail to
congratulate the outgoing Presidents and the Boards of Directors of the WCC for the services they offered laying the
foundations of the WCC.

Among other things, the newly elected President John Nikolakakis stated that, among the primary goals of the new
administration, is the direct activation and approach of the Youth of Cretan Associations around the world with the reopening
of the World Council of Cretan Youth which was established in 1998, the World Network of Expatriate Organizations, the
continuation of the publication of the KPHTAIEIZ magazine, the planning of the next Conference in the prefecture of Lasithi
in 2023, a year of celebration of the 40th anniversary of the founding of the WCC, the world gathering of the Cretan youth in
Europe as well as the continuous support on issues concerning Crete and beyond.
